Applications are invited for 137 grants for FY 2021/22.  Applications are available from the clerk or downloaded off the website, returns are to be with the Clerk by 12 November 2021.

(Section 137(1) of the 1972 Act permits a community council to spend on activities for which it has no other specific powers if the council considers that the expenditure is in the interest of and will bring direct benefit to the area or any part of it or all of some of its inhabitants, providing that the benefit is commensurate with the expenditure.  Community Councils are also permitted under section 137(3) to incur expenditure for certain charitable and other purposes.)

IRPW Draft Annual Report 2021-22 (137)
Council RESOLVED to adopt the following Mandatory Determinations: 

42:  All Town/Community Councils must make available a payment to each of their members of £150 per year as a contribution to costs and expenses. 

48:  All Town/Community Councils must provide for the reimbursement of necessary costs for the care of dependent children and adults (provided by informal or formal carers) and for personal assistance needs up to a maximum of £403 per month.  Reimbursement must be for the additional costs incurred by members in order for them to carry out their approved duties.  Reimbursement shall only be made on production of receipts from the carer.

Council was informed that an individual may decline to receive part, or all, of the payments if they so wish.  This must be done in writing and is an individual matter. A council member wishing to decline payments must themselves write to the proper office to do so to thereby prevent payments being made to themselves alone.

Council RESOLVED to adopt the non-Mandatory Determinations:

45: Community Councils are authorized to make payments to each of their members in respect of travel costs for attending approved duties.  Such payments must be actual costs of travel by public transport of the HMRC mileage allowances as below:


45p per mile up to 10,000 miles in a year


5p per mile per passenger carried on authority business

David Rowlands Community Field 

The Council will seek ways to encourage other activities to take place on the Field. No redesign of the Field will take place without a full public consultation taking place. 

Local Facilities 

The Council will continue to keep the Abertridwr toilets open on a yearly basis.

Transport, Highways and Refuse 

The Council will continue to work with PCC to ensure a weekly bus service is maintained for residents. 

The Council will continue to work with PCC to keep a regular rubbish collection in the community. 

The Council will continue to work with PCC to investigate a way of incorporating a safety mirror for traffic emerging from the Dam as per resident’s requests and support in the 2014 survey. 

Abertridwr and surrounding areas 

The Council will continue to maintain and upkeep the Abertridwr playground. 

Top Village 

The Council will work in support of local residents and businesses where requested to resolve disputes relating to the condition of the roads, facilities and services to the top village. 

Tourism 

The Council will continue to work with partner agencies to improve the visitor experience including but not limited to appearance, facilities and car parking. This will encourage the use of the probation service to provide manpower to tidy and clean up all areas of the community. 

Education 

The Council will continue to support and call for FREE educational transport services from the village to all catchment schools. 

Others 

The Council will continue to work with Dyfed Powys Police on crime prevention as well as discussing ways to make the current patrols more visible. 

The Council will continue to support the Village Hall Committee. 

The Council in line with results in the 2018 survey will undertake a study of ways to provide more facilities
